| am rather old to be a student! We often presume that only the young can
be students and having old students challenges our assumptions. Epiphany
can be a similar challenge for us.

The church celebrates Epiphany, the coming of the Magi on January 6th and
the season of Epiphany lasts for the next few weeks. The accountin St.
Matthew's gospel suggests that some time could have passed since the

birth of Jesus. The Holy Family are now in a house. To be certain of killing
Jesus, Herod gives orders to kill all boys in the region, under two years old
so itis likely that months have passed since the birth. This means although
you are reading this in the February edition and it is Lent it might also
confusingly still be the season of Epiphany!

This also means that it is still the season of giving and receiving of gifts and
even of New Year Resolutions! New Year resolutions can become Lent
resolutions-not necessarily giving up something but giving of ourselves and
our time to help others.

The Christmas song Drummer Boy by Bing Crosby contains the line "l have
no gift to bring that's fit to give the King" but if you know the song the boy
plays his drum for Jesus. The song is a bit "cheesey" but it contains a
valuable illustration. The boy can play the drum and he uses his gift as a gift
for Jesus.

It might be time to reflect. Are we using our gifts and talents for the king?

Hellotoyouall ......

The rain has finally stopped, about
2 weeks ago, and the weather is
getting warmer as the days get
longer. Most afternoons the
temperature reaches about 25c¢ but
it gets chilly as soon as the sun
starts to go down. Yesterday we
had a meeting on our terrace, with
afternoon tea, and it was only after
5pm that we started to feel chilly
and as the meeting was due to
finish at 5pm it served us right for
going on too long!!!

We are enjoying our time here and
feel that it will prove to be a great
experience for us and a huge boost
for the Chaplaincy, particularly for
Church here in Alhaurin. The
‘Inland Churches' in particular need
continuity. They have had
'‘wandering clergy' (a month here
and 5 weeks there) for so long that
they feel they can't move forward
and start new ventures. With John
here for so long they are already
thinking BIG. We were discussing
the 5 Year Plan yesterday and one
lady felt that we should be moving
towards getting our own church
building!! (We worship in the
Cemetery Chapel and while it is
fine at the moment, there is only so
much we can do there as we have
no storage and if we book too
much time in the chapel there will
be complaints from the undertakers
etc. (they have funerals at any
time and on any day and usually
within 48 hours of the death).
There are no ante-rooms either, so
children's work is difficult ......... but

have a 'Sunday school' during the
service time, we can use the place
at other times, which is what we
are planning to do. We are holding
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a 'training workshop' for people
interested in children’s work, in
March and following that, a
Children's Workshop for Easter on
the Saturday before Holy Week.
There is also a workshop planned for
May and thoughts for more at
harvest and Advent. Itis a gentle
way in without overcommitting
ourselves, and a way of finding out
what the demand is for this work.
There is a group of very enthusiastic
people who wanted to start a
'Sunday School' but didn't feel they
had the experience or knowhow to
go ahead, hopefully this is the start
of their hopes for the future.

They feel very isolated, from the
churches on the coast, up here. It
is a half hour drive over a twisty,
partially unmade road (ask
Lawrence and Hilary!!), at the
moment ,it should be finished
SOON but it will still be twisty!!.
The main Coin to Fuengirola road
will not be finished for another year
at least. It has already been closed
for about a year. When that is open
again it will be a lot easier to get to
the coast, but in the meantime we
have to carry on with what we've got.
Alhaurin is a lovely, very traditional
Spanish town, with absolutely no
regard for health and safety. The
pavements are up and down and all
over the place, with steps and
ramps and drops, or no pavement at
all. The cars park on zebra
crossings, corners, roundabouts and
double park on main roads with no
thought for safety or blocking the
roads for others. | am surprised how
quickly we have gotused toit. |
am now looking out over sun
washed white houses on the hillside
with misty mountains in the
distance and lower green hills nearer
the town. We are happy, contented
and also excited by the future
prospects and challenges.

You are in our thoughts and prayers
and we would love to hear from you
if you have the time. We will be
home for 10 days at the end of April/
beginning of May so we will see you
then.

The world church

As we pray out across the
world, many for whom we pray
are living in worst-case
scenarios. Psalm 46 can guide
our praying, and give us a basis
on which to pray:" Be still and
know that | am God! | am
exalted among the nations,
| am exalted in the earth.".
Let us pray for the Episcopal
Dioceses of Haiti and the
Dominican Republic. The
information below was taken
from the web-site of the
Episcopal Church in the USA
(ECUSA)

One of the U.S.-based
Episcopal Church's 12
overseas dioceses, Haiti is
numerically the largest diocese
in the church with more than
83,000 Episcopalians in 169
congregations served by
just 37 clergy.

The Bishop of Haiti, Bishop
Duracin, was made homeless
by the quake and his wife
injured; he rejected evacuation.
In mid-January he was caring
for 3,000 other homeless
victims of the quake in a tent
city in downtown Port-au-
Prince, working to coordinate
relief services and trying to
provide the tent city occupants
with basic supplies such as
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food, water, medical care and
shelter.

.The bishop was to meet with
the diocese's Executive
Council on Jan. 18 to
determine its recovery
priorities. These priorities
would include the hard-hit area
of Léogane, where the diocese
runs a hospital and nursing
school. The nursing school
dean and students have treated
thousands of people since the
quake. A tent city has sprung
up in the open fields
around the school.

More than 100 of the diocese's
churches have been damaged
or destroyed, including the
Cathedral in Port-au-Prince. At
least four of the diocese's 254
schools, ranging from pre-
schools to a university and
seminary, were destroyed.
Two staff members of
Episcopal Relief &
Development are assisting the
Episcopal Diocese of the
Dominican Republic's efforts to
aid its neighbours to the west in
Haiti. Side by side with the
churches, they have been
establishing staging areas to
get supplies to those in critical
need. They have been
coordinating supply and
transport channels and
ensuring that supplies are
being delivered to areas
outlying Port-au-Prince. They
are also supporting Dominican
Episcopalians as they feed and
house Haitians coming across
the border.

The Bishop of Haiti reported,
" We have lost everything. But
we still have our people, and
they are strong. We are
grateful for the aid which has
reached us already. Please
continue to pray for us, and to
help us."

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CHURCHES ON HOLIDAY

Guildford Cathedral
by Hilary Ingham

Visiting the City of Guildford, you
become aware of the large rather
austere Cathedral at the top of Stag
Hill.

Itis an imposing landmark,
surrounded now by the University,
and by fields and woodland.
Although quite an uphill walk from
the City it is well worth a visit.

It was started before the second
world war, but during the war the
work came to a standstill. In 1952
fund raising began again. The
Cathedral was finally consecrated in
1961 in the presence of Her Majesty
the Queen and His Royal Highness
the Duke of Edinburgh. Alsoin
1952, the famous "buy a brick"
campaign was a great success.
Anyone could buy a brick for 2s6d
(12.5p) and inscribe their names on
it. To this day, many thousands of
people feel they have a personal link
with the Cathedral. The personally
inscribed bricks of the Queen and
the Duke of Edinburgh are on display
within the Cathedral.

The contrast between the rather cold
looking exterior of the building and
the beautiful simplicity and immense
spirituality you feel on entering the
west end is very marked.

The long nave draws you to focus
on the high altar with its 50ft dorsal
curtain. Around window depicts the
seven gifts of the Holy Spirit with
the descending dove in the centre.
The overall impression is one of
lightand love.

We explored the very interesting
chapels around the nave, including
the Lady Chapel, and the Chapel of
the Queen's Royal Surrey
Regiment. The mostimpacting one
we felt was the Children's Chapel,
which is one of very few in the
country dedicated as a memorial to
children of all ages, loved, lost and
commended to God. Itis a beautiful
space of comfort and hope where
bereaved parents and families can
come for prayer, contemplation, and
spiritual help.

We were made to feel very
welcome by the volunteers from the
diocese. Several times a day one
of the cathedral clergy goes into the
Pulpit to say a few prayers. The
visitors are invited to pray with them
if they so wish. We felt very
uplifted by our visit to this unusual
place of worship.

As we look back over the last few
months | am sure that many of us
will remember the Christmas of 2009
for the snow. Just as the prediction
of the barbeque summer never really
came to fruition, the same can be
said of the mild winter we were
forecast. In fact it was jolly cold, the
coldest for thirty years! Here in
Longridge when the snow first fell
just before Christmas there was a
sense of great excitement. Anjis
quickly sold out of sledges and
placed urgent orders for more and
the children built snow men and
enjoyed snow ball fights on the
parks. Even many grown-ups were
excited and enjoyed the picturesque
landscape. But as someone said to
me, show is a bit like having visitors,
it is nice when they come but if they
stay too long it can be a real pain.
Soon it became clear that some
people were not going to be with
their family over Christmas as the
necessary journey was just too
dangerous. The snow kept coming,
Into the new year many of our
schools struggled to re open and we
had the great shortage of grit with
the paths on Berry Lane being like
an iceskating ring. More and more
people started to walk around
wearing various parts of the body

plastered up, the result of a fall on the
ice.

In our modern world we can find it
very frustrating when nature impacts
on our day to day lifestyle. Of course
with our modern infrastructure and
good quality homes this rarely
happens nowadays, but that perhaps
makes it even more frustrating when it
does. Abook that | enjoyed reading
over Christmas was Kilvert's Diary.
Kilvert was a simple country priest
who lived between 1840 and 1879 in
Victorian times. In many ways there
was nothing special about him. He
was poor, living a basic life but he was
hard working and had a great love of
nature and children. His life ended in
tragedy. He met the girl of his
dreams, fell in love and married in the
hope of having children quickly. But
this was not to be, sadly only a month
after his wedding he fell ill and died.
But the reason why Kilvert is so
special, is because each and every
day he wrote a diary, and much of this
survives, giving us a wonderful insight
into life in the countryside in Victorian
England.

As you read his story, something
that comes across very strongly, even
from the first few pages, was the way
in which the weather really impacted
on everyday life. Most days he gives
you a little weather update, not out of
a fascination with the elements, but
because the weather really affected
peopl’s day to day living. For
example, one Sunday in February he
talks about trying to baptize a baby
but finding it almost impossible as the
water in the font had frozen solid. The
churchwarden has to smash it and in
the end they find just enough flowing

water to complete the ceremony.
And then there are the moving
accounts of how Kilvert visited
people and found people shivering in
front of fires that were barely alight
unable to keep warm at home.
Kilvert even sets about raising funds
to buy blankets for people in the
hope of saving lives. Reading such
accounts, even with all our awful
weather makes us realise just how
fortunate we are.

Kilvert was a good honest, simple,
caring country priest and it has been
wonderful to see how during our
recent bad weather people have
been good neighbours. Helping
people out with their shopping,
delivering a dinner to an elderly
friend and calling in a bit more to
have a chat with those who can't get
out. One of our members even got
his van out and helped people out
with their overflowing bins, taking
rubbish down to the tip for them.
There was a good community
atmosphere and sense that we were
in this together.

Being a good neighbour is at the
heart of our faith, but in our busy
lives it can be very easy to walk on
by the other side. For us as
Christians the challenge is to be
good neighbours not just at
Christmas and when the weather is
bad, but all year round. Looking
back in history and thinking about
many other parts of the world today,
in many ways we are blessed here
in Longridge. Even so, many people
still value and appreciate things
money can't buy, not least our time
and our love. Thatis just the same
today as it was in the days of the
Rev Kilvert, the simple Victorian
country vicar.
